ROMANS 7:25 —8:11

Thanks be to God, who delivers me through Jesus Christ our
Lord!

So then, I myself in my mind am a slave to God’s law, but in
my sinful naturew a slave to the law of sin.

Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are
in Christ Jesus, because through Christ Jesus the law of the Spirit
who gives life has set you= free from the law of sin and death. For
what the law was powerless to do because it was weakened by the
flesh,» God did by sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful
flesh to be a sin offering.= And so he condemned sin in the flesh, in
order that the righteous requirement of the law might be fully met in
us, who do not live according to the flesh but according to the
Spirit.

Those who live according to the flesh have their minds set
on what the flesh desires; but those who live in accordance with the
Spirit have their minds set on what the Spirit desires. The mind
governed by the flesh is death, but the mind governed by the Spirit
is life and peace. The mind governed by the flesh is hostile to
God; it does not submit to God’s law, nor can it do so. Those who
are in the realm of the flesh cannot please God.

You, however, are not in the realm of the flesh but are in the
realm of the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God lives in you. And if
anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, they do not belong to
Christ. But if Christ is in you, then even though your body is
subject to death because of sin, the Spirit gives life because of
righteousness. And if the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the
dead is living in you, he who raised Christ from the dead will also
give life to your mortal bodies because ofw his Spirit who lives in
you.
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Note: This Sunday a second plate will be passed around for the
Saint Nerses Seminary in Armenia where 140 youths will be
participating this summer.

MATTHEW 12:38-45

Then some of the Pharisees and teachers of the law said to
him, “Teacher, we want to see a sign from you.”

He answered, “A wicked and adulterous generation asks for
a sign! But none will be given it except the sign of the prophet
Jonah. For as Jonah was three days and three nights in the belly of a
huge fish, so the Son of Man will be three days and three nights in
the heart of the earth. The men of Nineveh will stand up at the
judgment with this generation and condemn it; for they repented at
the preaching of Jonah, and now something greater than Jonah is
here. The Queen of the South will rise at the judgment with this
generation and condemn it; for she came from the ends of the earth
to listen to Solomon’s wisdom, and now something greater than
Solomon is here.

“When an impure spirit comes out of a person, it goes
through arid places seeking rest and does not find it. Then it says, ‘I
will return to the house I left.” When it arrives, it finds the house
unoccupied, swept clean and put in order. Then it goes and takes
with it seven other spirits more wicked than itself, and they go in
and live there. And the final condition of that person is worse than
the first. That is how it will be with this wicked generation.”

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CHURCH MANNERS & ETIQUETTE

ENTRANCE

Your entrance into the Armenian Apostolic Church should be most
reverent and solemn. One can make the sign of the cross as one
enters.

LIGHTING OF CANDLES

One of the devotional practices of the Armenian Apostolic Church
is the beautiful custom of lighting candles in front of the holy
pictures. You may make the sign of the cross, say a short prayer and
take your place. These candles may be obtained from the table as
you enter church. It is customary to make a donation when you
receive them.

SITTING AND STANDING ETIQUETTE

Sitting and standing at the proper time seems to be one of the most
perplexing issues during the service. Instructions about the proper
time to stand or sit are given in the Holy Divine Liturgy Book.
Moreover, the light boxes instruct us about when to sit or stand.

THE KISS OF PEACE

Put your right hand on your heart, and then extend your head first
over the right and then over the left shoulder of the person who is
giving the greeting, saying Kristos ee metch mer haydnetsav"’
(Christ is revealed amongst us) then in turn, you greet the person
nearest you saying, ""Orhnyal eh haydnootyunun Krisdosee*
(Blessed be the revelation of Christ)

LEAVING THE CHURCH
You should be as reverent and orderly as upon your entrance. Do
not visit with friends until you are outside of church.
