| TIMOTHY 5:1-8

Do not rebuke an older man harshly, but exhort him as if he
were your father. Treat younger men as brothers, older women as
mothers, and younger women as sisters, with absolute purity.

Give proper recognition to those widows who are really in
need. But if a widow has children or grandchildren, these should learn
first of all to put their religion into practice by caring for their own
family and so repaying their parents and grandparents, for this is
pleasing to God. The widow who is really in need and left all alone
puts her hope in God and continues night and day to pray and to ask
God for help. But the widow who lives for pleasure is dead even while
she lives. Give the people these instructions, too, so that no one may
be open to blame. If anyone does not provide for his relatives, and
especially for his immediate family, he has denied the faith and is
worse than an unbeliever.

JOHN 3:13-21

No one has ever gone into heaven except the one who came
from heaven--the Son of Man. Just as Moses lifted up the snake in the
desert, so the Son of Man must be lifted up, that everyone who
believes in him may have eternal life.

"For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only
Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal
life. For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the
world, but to save the world through him. Whoever believes in him is
not condemned, but whoever does not believe stands condemned
already because he has not believed in the name of God's one and only
Son.

This is the verdict: Light has come into the world, but men
loved darkness instead of light because their deeds were evil.
Everyone who does evil hates the light, and will not come into the
light for fear that his deeds will be exposed. But whoever lives by the
truth comes into the light, so that it may be seen plainly that what he
has done has been done through God."
