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[ SCRIPTURE READINGS [
HEBREWS 1:1-14

Long ago God spoke to our ancestors in many and various ways by
the prophets, but in these last days he has spoken to us by a Son, whom he
appointed heir of all things, through whom he also created the worlds. He
is the reflection of God’s glory and the exact imprint of God’s very being,
and he sustains all things by his powerful word. When he had made
purification for sins, he sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high,
having become as much superior to angels as the name he has inherited is
more excellent than theirs.

For to which of the angels did God ever say, “You are my Son;
today I have begotten you”? Or again, “I will be his Father, and he will be
my Son”?

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ST. JAMES (HAGOP) OF NISIBIS

This Saturday is the Feast of St. James (Hagop) of Nisibis
(Mdzbin). He participated in the first ecumenical council in Nicaea
(325), where he earned great respect from the Emperor Constantine
and the other attendees. He was born and died in the city of Nisibis
(Nusbyien) located in what is now southeastern Turkey, an important
early Christian center in Asia Minor and a transit point of the
caravans traveling east and west.

St. James is one of the most beloved saints in the Armenian
Church. He is also honored by the Eastern Orthodox Church, the
Syriac Orthodox Church, the Coptic Church, and the Eastern
Catholic and Roman Catholic Churches. He was ordained Bishop of
Nisibis in 320 AD.

St. James sought to find Noah’s Ark as proof for skeptics. On
the eve of his ascent to the summit, as he rested, an angel appeared
and told him that he need not climb to the summit and gave him a
piece of the Ark which was nearby. This piece is kept at the Mother
See of Holy Etchmiadzin.

The heavenly hosts rejoiced at the greatness of your feats by
which you in the flesh became like the angels on high; we have you
as intercessor for us before the Father in heaven. And we with a
joyful voice celebrate your holy memory, O venerable witness of
Christ, holy bishop James; we have you as intercessor for us before
the Father in heaven. You decided on severe toils to see Noah’s Ark
and from the angel’s hand received a portion of the wood which
served the human race as salvation; we have you as intercessor for
us before the Father in heaven.

DER HAYR AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES WISH OUR
PARISHIONERS A HAPPY NEW YEAR AND MERRY
ARMENIAN CHRISTMAS FOR HEALTHY AND JOYOUS
YEARS AHEAD
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This is a period of fifty days, which precedes Theophany, and
formerly, as Great Lent, constituted a period of total fasting. At
present, aside from the usual Wednesday and Friday fasts, it consists
of fasting for three weeks: the first week under the designation,
Hisnagatz Bahk (Quinquagesima or Advent); the second week, the
fast of the arrival of the winter, is known as the Fast of St. James;
and the last week, the Christmas fast.

Counting backwards fifty days from January 6 brings us to
November 18, the nearest Sunday being Hisnagatz Paregentan
which with an immovability of seven days, may fall on any day
between November 15 and 21.
