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NAMING OF OUR LORD

One of the Lord’s immovable feasts of the Armenian Apostolic
Church is the Feast of the Name, which is celebrated on January 13.
According to the Evangelist Luke, Joseph and Mary take the incarnate
Son of God to the Temple on the eighth day after his birth to be
circumcised, in accordance with the covenant made between Abraham
and God. During the circumcision, the child is named “Jesus,” which
means savior- “And after eight days, when the time came for the
circumcision of the child, his name was called Jesus, the name given
him by the angel before he was conceived in Mary’s womb” (Luke
2:21).

According to the consecration tradition, during Baptism the
priest who conducts the baptismal service gives the baptized a new
name, because the one who emerges from the Holy Baptismal font is
now a new person (cf. John 3:3, 5-6). The same is true during the
ordination and anointing.
